	This term we are going to be covering the following topic:

	Science
	Children are exploring Light this half term. They will examine how light is reflected and refracted and come to understand how light from the sun informs how we see the world around us. Children will make a periscope and look at how shadows are formed.

	Geography
	This half term children are exploring the UK. They will name and locate counties and cities of the

United Kingdom, geographical regions and their identifying human and physical characteristics, key topographical features.
